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RECOMMENDATIONS

Mbi Strategjiné pér Edukimin e Publikut pér Rrezikun e Pastrimit té Parave

o+ Eshté e réndésishme té kuptohet se fenomeni i pastrimit té parave do té jeté
gjithmoné i pranishém. Prandaj, fokusi duhet t€ vendoset né marrjen e masave me
efekt parandalues. Né kété kuadér, edukimi i publikut duhet té trajtohet si njé
instrument parandalues pér té shmangur risqet dhe pér té kuptuar mé miré kété
fenomen.

o DPér zbatimin efektiv té strategjisé, nevojitet bashkérendim mé i mire i punés dhe
angazhimit midis aktoréve té pérfshiré. Ky bashkérendim duhet té shtrihet né dy
drejtime: 1)koordinim institucional mé i qarté mes institucioneve publike dhe
agjencive ligjzbatuese (duke sqaruar fushat e pérgjegjésis€), si dhe 2) fuqizim i
bashképunimit me aktorét jo-shtetéroré si komuniteti i biznesit, shoqéria civile,
akademikét dhe media.

o Lidhur me grupet e synuara pér edukim dhe ndérgjegjésim, vémendje e vecanté
duhet t"u kushtohet:

o Komunitetit té biznesit, I cili gjithnjé e mé shpesh shénjestrohet apo
kegpérdoret pér pastrim parash. Nevojiten mé shumé aktivitete informuese
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dhe trajnime mbi veprat penale pérkatése dhe ményrat e mbrojtjes nga
kegpérdorimi I aktivitetit ekonomik.

o Studentéve dhe té rinjve, pérmes bashképunimit me shkolla dhe
universitete, pér té rritur ndérgjegjésimin dhe njohurité mbi kété fenomen.

o Profesioneve té drejtésisé dhe institucioneve ligjzbatuese, ku trajnimet
mund té jené edhe té detyrueshme, té shogéruara me testime dhe certifikim.
Praktika ka treguar se prokurorét, gjyqtarét dhe policia kané nevojé pér
pérditésim té vazhdueshém mbi zhvillimet né kété fushé.

o Modeli sllovak mbi edukimin pérfshin tri faza té cilat mund té merren si modele
té praktikave té mira pér njé edukim gjithépérfshirés:

1. Krijimi dhe shpérndarja e informacionit pér grupet e synuara;

2. Zhvillimi i materialeve dhe kurrikulave té pérditésuara informuese dedikaur
kétyre grupeve dhe interesave té tyre;

3. Pérfshirja e sa mé shumé grupeve té interesit né aktivitete publike informuese dhe

ndérgjegjésuese népérmjet mjeteve té informimit publik.

Mbi Rolin dhe Pérfshirjen e Aktoréve Jo-Shtetéroré (komuniteti I biznesit, shogéria
civile, media, universitetet etj.)

o Grupet e interesit qé njihen si “gatekeepers” (si gazetaré, pérfagésues té
shogérisé civile, biznesit, etj.) luajné njé rol té réndésishém né transparencé dhe
sinjalizim té rasteve té dyshuara. Pér kété duhet gé:

o Institucionet publike té jené té hapura dhe transparente, vecanérisht né té
dhéna pér bizneset, prokurimet publike dhe pronarét pérfitues.

o Gazetarét, OJF-té dhe komuniteti i biznesit té jené té veté-motivuar pér té
sinjalizuar dhe monitoruar, népérmjet analizés sé té dhénave publike.

o Profesionistét e ligjit si avokatét, noterét, kontabilistét apo bankat duhet té
inkurajohen té bashképunojné me autoritetet dhe té raportojné
mospérputhje apo raste té dyshimta. Ata mund té shérbejné si ndérmjetés
té besueshém né verifikimin e té dhénave té pronésisé apo identifikimin e
klientit.

o Dubhet té njihet interesi legjitim i gazetaréve dhe OJF-ve pér akses né
regjistrin e pronaréve pérfitues, pa u penguar né praktiké.
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o Té dhénat mbi pérfituesit pérfundimtaré té fondeve publike, kontratave
publike apo pasurive shtetérore duhet té jené té aksesueshme dhe
transparente pér publikun.

o Shogqgéria civile duhet té angazhohet jo vetém si aktor qé kontribuon né luftén
kundér pastrimit té parave, por edhe té ndérgjegjésohet pér rrezikun qé paraqget
veté pérmes pérdorimit té saj si mjet pér pastrim parash. Ajo ka njé rol té dyfishté
— si mbrojtése dhe si e ekspozuar.

o Aktorét jo-shtetéroré si bizneset, media, bankat apo profesionistét e liré duhet té
vlerésohen pér ekspertizén, kapacitetet dhe burimet qé mund té ofrojné. Pér té
bashkuar forcat me institucionet publike, sé pari duhet té punohet né informimin
dhe ndérgjegjésimin e tyre pér pérfitimet qé sjell pérfshirja né kété proces.

e Media dhe gazetarét kané njé rol té pazévendésueshém né edukim dhe
ndérgjegjésim. Kjo pérfshirje duhet té realizohet né dy forma:
o Pérmes trajnimeve té dedikuara pér rritje kapacitetesh, duke i njohur me
fenomenin, terminologjiné dhe zhvillimet mé té fundit.
o Duke nxitur gazetariné investigative, me mé shumé hapésiré pér artikuj
analitiké dhe investigativé qé shkojné pértej raportimit té ngjarjeve.

o Institucionet publike duhet té jené mé bashképunuese me median, duke e
informuar dhe pérfshiré né aktivitetet publike pér té garantuar mbulim mediatik
dhe rritje té qasjes nga publiku.

o Media duhet té jeté mé proaktive. Pér shembull, né Sllovaki éshté vérejtur se
rastet e suksesshme né luftén kundér pastrimit té parave jané promovuar né media
— si rezultat i punés sé institucioneve publike, por edhe pér shkak té investigimeve
té shogérisé civile apo biznesit. Kéto raste shérbejné si nxitje pér ndérgjegjésim
dhe pérfshirje té métejshme.

On the Strategy for Public Education on the Risk of Money Laundering
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e [t is important to acknowledge that the phenomenon of money laundering will
always be present. Therefore, the focus should be on taking preventive measures.
In this context, public education should be treated as a preventive tool to help
mitigate risks and foster a deeper understanding of this issue.

e For the strategy to be effectively implemented, better coordination and
engagement among the involved actors is necessary. This coordination should
take place on two levels: 1. Improved institutional coordination among public
bodies and law enforcement agencies, with a clear definition of their respective
responsibilities; 2. Strengthened cooperation with non-state actors such as the
business community, civil society, academia, and the media.

e Regarding the target groups for education and awareness-raising efforts, special
attention should be paid to:

o The business community, which is increasingly being targeted or misused for
money laundering purposes. More informative activities and trainings are needed
to raise awareness of the relevant criminal offenses and ways to protect economic
activity from being misused.

o Students and young people, through cooperation with schools and universities, in
order to raise awareness and build knowledge about this phenomenon from an
early stage.

o Legal professionals and law enforcement institutions where trainings may even be
mandatory and accompanied by testing and certification. Practice has shown that

prosecutors, judges, and the police require continuous updates on developments
in this field.

e The Slovak model for education includes three phases, which may serve as
examples of good practice for inclusive public education: 1. Creating and
disseminating information for targeted groups; 2. Developing up-to-date
educational materials and curricula tailored to the needs and interests of these
groups; 3. Involving as many stakeholders as possible in public outreach and
awareness-raising activities through public information channels.
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On the Role and Involvement of Non-State Actors (business community, civil society,
media, universities, etc.)

* The stakeholders known as "gatekeepers" (such as journalists, representatives of civil
society, business, etc.) play an important role in ensuring transparency and flagging
suspicious cases. To support this, the following are necessary:

o Public institutions must be open and transparent, especially regarding data on
businesses, public procurement, and beneficial owners.

o Journalists, NGOs, and the business community must be self-motivated to signal and
monitor cases, through analysis of public data.

o Legal professionals such as lawyers, notaries, accountants, or banks should be
encouraged to cooperate with authorities and report discrepancies or suspicious cases.
They can serve as trusted intermediaries in verifying ownership data or identifying
clients.

o The legitimate interest of journalists and NGOs to access the register of beneficial
owners must be recognized, without practical obstacles.

o Data on the ultimate beneficiaries of public funds, public contracts, or state assets
should be accessible and transparent to the public.

¢ Civil society must be engaged not only as an actor that contributes to the fight against
money laundering but also made aware of the risk it poses through its potential misuse
as a tool for money laundering. It has a dual role — as a protector and as an entity at risk.

* Non-state actors such as businesses, media, banks, or independent professionals should
be valued for the expertise, capacities, and resources they can offer. To join forces with
public institutions, the first step must be to inform and raise their awareness of the
benefits of being part of this process.

* The media and journalists have an irreplaceable role in education and awareness-
raising. This involvement should take place in two forms:

o Through dedicated capacity-building trainings, familiarizing them with the
phenomenon, terminology, and the latest developments.

o By encouraging investigative journalism, with more space for analytical and
investigative articles that go beyond event reporting.
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¢ Public institutions must be more cooperative with the media, by informing and

involving them in public activities to ensure media coverage and increase public
outreach.

* The media should be more proactive. For example, in Slovakia it has been observed that
successful cases in the fight against money laundering have been promoted in the media
— as a result of the work of public institutions, but also due to investigations by civil

society or the business sector. These cases serve as an incentive for greater awareness and
further involvement.
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
